At first the medication was keeping the condition stable, 
and he was able to enjoy time with his family by resting, avoiding heat, and minimizing 
physical activity.  The disease and the weakness spread, and he had increased difficulty 
walking.  He started experiencing incontinence, and finally required full-time care.  
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
